SmartWeb
SmartWeb is the grade book program that all of the middle schools and high schools use to record students’ grades.  It is a wonderful communication tool as parents can access their children’s grades and communicate with teachers on a daily basis.  All BMS teachers use the SmartWeb grade book and are required to update their students’ grades on a weekly basis.  In order to use SmartWeb parents are required to go through parent registration.  The following information will “walk” you through the registration process thus allowing you access to your child’s grades throughout the year.  
1. Go to the BMS website @ www.bms.hcbe.net
2. From the Main menu click on Student Grades and then Register me!

3. You will be asked to enter your child’s Student ID# (this 9 digit number can be found on your child’s report card or in his/her handbook, or you can use your child’s lunch number adding zeros to the beginning of the number to create a 9 digit number), Social Security #, and birthdate.  To complete the process, you will be asked to give an e-mail address and password.  This password will be the one that you will always need to use for future log–ins.

4. You may be asked to download the latest version of JAVA (which is required for viewing) click yes.  If you are asked about JAVA Security, choose Grant Always.

5. SmartWeb will then assign you a “Family Number”.  It will be something like: FN----------(assigned by SmartWeb),  Password (the one you selected)

6. We recommend saving the “registered Parents/Guardians” site to your Favorites list or Desktop for easier future access to prevent going through the initial steps as listed above.
