STPO will be hosting a Winter Festival scheduled for Saturday, February 27,  2010  from 10 am to 2 pm at Houston County High School.   We will occupy the front parking lot, and the school gym if it rains.
Suggested Activities:
a. Silent Auction – We will solicit businesses to donate items, place them in a decorated basket to be auctioned off.  Each basket will have a theme.
b. Garage Sale – We will have the HOCO community (student, parents, faculty & friends) donate items for sale.  Items need to be clean and usable.  A list will be made of things that will not be acceptable.  We will have locations available for drop off in various sub-divisions.  The garage sale will be operated by the STPO.
c. Food Stations* – STPO is looking to sell Chick-fil-a chicken biscuits, Pizza Hut personal pan pizzas, and have NuWay Weiner hotdogs.  We are also sponsoring the Cake Walk and the garage sale.  The children will pay a fee to participate or win tickets to participate in the Cake Walk.  The cakes will be snack size.
