4. Report of Principal
Principal, Ed Mashburn shared how the HES administration and teachers are currently meeting to review benchmark data from the recent county-wide Math and English Language Arts benchmarks. The benchmarks yield valuable insight into how well students will perform on the reading and math portions of the CRCT. He informed the council that fifth grade would also take the GA Writing Test this week. He reminded the council of the CRCT dates, April 14-20.  
5. New Business

Principal Mashburn shared details about the upcoming Boosterthon Fun Run which will begin March 18. He described the Fun Run kick off, in which the students of HES, will participate in a Pep Rally. Hilltop is one of seven schools in Houston County participating in the Boosterthon Fun Run. The foundation of the Boosterthon Fun Run is building character in students. Students will get sponsors for the numbers of laps they run.
He requested council members to offer suggestions and criteria for the new Superintendent of Houston County Schools. The council listed the following as criteria for a prospective superintendent candidate: prior classroom teaching experience, all levels of leadership experience (elementary, middle and high school), the ability to write grants and have knowledge in creative financial planning. The council also shared vital traits: understanding, open door policy for teachers and parents, and the ability to build relationships with stakeholders.
Principal Ed Mashburn also shared details regarding the April 24 Spring Fling hosted by PTO for Hilltop students. In addition, he reminded council members that at the April 13 School Council meeting, three new council members would be elected.
