NORTHSIDE HIGH SCHOOL COUNCIL MINUTES
February 9, 2010
Northside High School (NHS) held its meeting on Tuesday, February 9, 2010 at 7:00 a.m. in the NHS Media Center at 926 Green Street, Warner Robins, Georgia.

Fulfilling a quorum, five members were present.
1.  Call to Order
Mr. Maddox, chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00 a.m.

2. Pledge of Allegiance
Mr. Maddox led the council in the Moment of Reflection and Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Recognition of Visitors

4. Principal’s Comments
Mr. Scott announced that there are seven people retiring this year including clerical staff.   He states that he hopes that all the positions vacated will be replaced.  In addition, he commented that at the job fair, they interviewed approximately 170 people.   Many people interviewed were presently working in school systems and wanted to come to Houston County; however, some that are working in other professions now want to come teach in Houston County.  Mr. Scott stated that when interviewing, they try to look at all positions because it is hard to know when a position or opening may change.  
In addition, Mr. Scott stated that winter sports are ending and spring sports are beginning.  As a result of teachers leaving or retiring, there are several coaching vacancies – Randy Carr, Coach Nix, and Von Lassister.  Coach Carr took an AP position and Crossroads, Coach Nix is retiring, and Von Lassister’s position was never filled.  Mr. Scott stated that for the next year, we will need to elect replacements for Mrs. Douglas and Mrs. Manning’s positions.



5. Old Business
Zoning - Mr. Maddox asked Mr. Scott if the zoning numbers would remain the same.  Mr. Scott stated the rule states that if you project a number, a school over 20% of the number would need to change regions.  If you do go over and do not change regions, the school would not be allowed to play a region schedule.  Mr. Maddox asked Mr. Scott about the present population of NHS.  Mr. Scott stated that NHS has about 1884 students today.  At the beginning of the school year, 1990 students were enrolled.  There were 147 students on transfer list.  NHS will still be at approximately 2000 students with some students eligible for senior privileges.  Other students are students of employees who need to be considered.  
Mr. Maddox interjected that he was pleased with the turnout during the zoning meetings.  He stated that he thought the board members listened to public input and acted accordingly.  He thanked the board for their efforts.  
	 

6. New Business
1. NHS Campus - Mr. Scott added that Dave McMann is looking at NHS to determine what can be done to make the campus more attractive.   Mr. Maddox stated that this is something parents can help with if possible.  Mr. Scott stated that the big island in front of the theatre could be considered for some changes.  Mr. Maddox asked if a site plan can be developed to assist with making the campus more attractive. 
2. Budget – Mr. Scott stated that education is a constitutional responsibility of the state, and funds are continuing to erode.  Over 700 million dollars have been cut from the budget in the last seven years.  In addition, there have been furloughs from the governor this year.  HCBOE has done a good job in the past meeting the needs of the county, so we will probably be okay.   He added that we probably will not have a lot of extra things.  Also, Mr. Scott stated that although we receive federal money, the funds can only be used for what is specified.  He stated that a website is available for everyone that lists the new bills introduced such as merit pay etc.   

7. Development of Agenda
Mr. Maddox asked council for possible topics to be discussed at future meetings.  He stated that topics can be sent to him or Mr. Scott.
