1. Call to Order

4. Report of Principal
Principal, Ed Mashburn informed council members the school year is off to a great start. He described the projected school enrollment for Hilltop this year was 580 students. Currently, the enrollment is 627 students. He explained that although funding was based on 580, if the number of students enrolled stays the same or if more students enroll by October, the school would receive a check in January for the difference. Mashburn predicts Hilltop enrollment will continue to increase now that Veterans High School is open with enrollment possibly reaching 800 students in the next four years. 
5. New Business

Principal Mashburn greeted new council members, Brandi Garrett and Valerie Wilcox and arranged the training dates for new council members at the HCCTC.
Mashburn described the school improvement plan that the Better Seeking Team is currently working on and will provide copies for each council member at the next school council meeting. The council will also receive a comparison of 2010 CRCT scores with 2009 at the next meeting. Principal Mashburn explained some of the current school goals centered around the Annual Measurable Objective (AMO) under No Child Left Behind. Chairperson Brandi Garrett questioned how progress would be tracked for students in grades 1 & 2, now that the CRCT is no longer given in those grades. Mashburn informed council members that a test made in the county would be given and scored locally to replace the CRCT but help monitor student growth and needs. 

Mashburn elaborated on the current school wide cookie dough fundraiser which brought $11,000 last year in school profit. The fundraiser money is due August 25 with hopes of similar profit. Part of the profit will fund more leveled books in the library for students. In addition, there has been a 10% reduction to instructional allotment for this school year that this profit will supplement. The school completed fall pictures with Bowen Photography, which will yield 15% more school profit than previous photographers. Bowen Photography will also have family pictures in November in which the school will receive a profit. Bowen Photography will also be responsible for the spring pictures.
Masburn explained that currently the next scheduled council meeting was for October 12. However, that day has been furloughed so the council agreed to meet on Tuesday, October 19 for the next meeting.
