4. Report of Principal
Principal, Ed Mashburn informed council members that the first school fundraiser was not as profitable as had been anticipated, largely due to the company the school chose not being as good as the one from the year before. Council members also voiced concerns that the products were not of decent quality. The school raised $5,800 this year as opposed to $11,000 last year. The timing of the fundraiser may have also been a factor in it not being as successful. The school will use the fundraiser company from last year and push fundraiser towards end of August or beginning of September in hopes of better profit. 
5. New Business

Principal Mashburn announced the date of the Boosterthon fundraiser. It is scheduled for January 2011, towards the end of the month. The school made a $19,000 profit from the Boosterthon fundraiser last year. Mashburn described the organization of activities which will include students participating inside the gym as opposed to outside the school. He hopes to have Boosterthon in the spring of 2012 for the next year.  
Chairperson Brandi Garrett raised a concern regarding the traffic and dangerous intersection where cars turn off Moody and onto Robert Bryson Smith Pkwy. Also concerning Garrett are the large number of cars coming from Willingham and trying to cross Moody to get to Hilltop. She would like to see if this area could become a school zone in hopes of cars slowing down and driving more carefully. She reminded council members that there have been car accidents there since HES opened. Principal Mashburn promised to look into it and relay back with council members about this issue.
Council Member Valerie Wilcox, and also PTO president, gave the committee details regarding the November 6, 2010 Fall Festival “Hoe Down.” Wilcox is need of more volunteers and currently has room mothers calling parents to help. She also has contacted nearby high schools inquiring if there are high school students who need community service hours and could volunteer at the festival.
