Primary Reporting System

In order to communicate more effectively with parents and guardians and to ensure consistent grading practices, Houston County elementary schools have implemented a primary reporting system that is aligned with the Georgia Performance Standards. The purpose of the Record of Progress is to communicate the progress each student is making toward accomplishing the grade-level expectations.  This reporting system is currently in place in kindergarten through grade two.
Your child’s teacher will contact you around the ninth week of school to schedule a time for a conference. At this meeting, teachers will share your child’s first Record of Progress of the school year and will explain the assessment process in greater detail. 

Our goal is to align what is taught, assessed and reported with the state standards and to communicate clearly with parents and guardians. At the end of the school year, parents and teachers will be surveyed to collect feedback about the effectiveness of the Record of Progress and communication from school to home.
