4. Old Business

Update on Technology Installation – We were able to use Title I funds and school funds to install SMART boards in all 2nd and 1st grade classrooms.  We only have 5 Kindergarten classrooms left without SMART boards and we plan to furnish those in FY12.
School Improvement Plan Action Steps Update- Mrs. King and Mrs. Maddox shared examples of ideas presented at faculty meetings involving student engagement.  

5. New Business
Mrs. Maddox and Mrs. King reported out on the effects of the new “Mustang Pride” climate action steps in the school improvement plan.  The mustang bucks are being used to reinforce respectful behaviors.  There is a monthly drawing where four students receive Mustang Pride t-shirts as a reward for the awesome behavior.  


6. Report of the Principal
Mrs. Maddox shared a graph comparing Centerville’s Math Benchmark results with schools that are comparable to the population at Centerville Elementary.  Centerville’s 4th and 5th grades scored higher than the other schools.  The 3rd graders did not score as well as the other grades, but the teachers felt that this was due to being behind on the system pacing guide.  There were several items on the benchmark that the teachers had not covered.  
Mrs. Maddox also shared that Centerville’s current Free/Reduced Lunch Ratio is 68.9%.  This is in the same range as the previous year.  
Mrs. Maddox also shared that the Central Office Hosted and “Open House” on Tuesday, November 16, 2010.  Mr. Maddox shared that he attended the event and that the staff was very welcoming however, there were not many community members in attendance.  The council discussed the importance of promoting the many positive things happening in public schools today.  Several of the members contributed to the discussion expressing concerns about the negative press associated with AYP that so often overshadows the many great things going 0n in Houston County Schools.
