4. Old Business

Update on Technology Installation – We utilized remaining school allotment funds to purchase SMART boards for the remaining Kindergarten classrooms and the music classroom.  We also utilized this money to pay for a technology upgrade (additional memory) so that our teacher work stations could support the SMART programs. 
School Improvement Plan Action Steps Update- We are still looking for new ideas for managing lunchroom behavior; we plan to continue with Mustang Pride activities to promote respectful behavior 

5. New Business
Mrs. Smith, school counselor, shared information concerning the Response to Intervention process.  She described Tiers I, II, and III including what students fall into each tier and how they progress from one tier to the next.  Several members asked questions about the time involved in this process as well as the staff members involved.  There were questions as well concerning how this affected the time spent with students who fall into the average range.

6. Report of the Principal
Mrs. Maddox shared preliminary CRCT results.  She shared that we will likely make Adequate Yearly Progress this year.  This was a concern as we faced having a subpopulation in the group titled, “Students with Disabilities.”  These are students receiving additional services due to disabilities interfering with their ability to perform in the school setting.  These disabilities include health impairments, learning problems, and social/emotional problems.  The group discussed the pros and cons of having various self-contained special programs in schools. 

There are many areas that call for celebration as well as areas that we can make improvements in.  The group discussed some of the needs identified by the Better Seeking Team, including more support for parents and children at home, the need for a liaison between the school and community agencies, and helping parents and the community understand Adequate Yearly Progress. We also see the need to do something additional for student new to Centerville Elementary.  These students  represent approximately 50% of the students who did not meet expectations on the CRCT for the past two years.

Our guest, Mr. Maddox, discussed the upcoming SPLOST and shared that there are both technology and facilities needs.  He also addressed our concerns about AYP and Students with Disabilities.  

The council approved a motion for changing the next meeting date to May 31, 2011 at O’Charley’s restaurant.

The council approved a motion to hold school council elections in the Fall of the 2011-12 school year.
