a. Georgia Lighthouse Schools

i. BMS was named a Georgia Beacon school.  

ii. Award was presented to BMS in February at the Middle School conference.

iii. BMS needs to develop a teachers-as-advisors program.

iv. We will also be working on developing and using more rubrics.

v. BMS will be visiting other schools of excellence to observe and bring back ideas.

vi. BMS plans to reapply in 1 year.

vii. Mrs. Randall mentioned that it was nice to be evaluated by someone outside of our district and that it is a national recognition.

b. BMS Happenings

i. Remediation

1. Mrs. Hill and Mrs. Waggoner are remediating 8th graders who are reading 3 grade levels below in preparation for the CRCT.

2. Mrs. Roberts is remediating 8th grade math students using her gifted students.

3. We will be reworking A-squared to use RTI interventions next year for year round remediation.

ii. The band received superior ratings at the LGP competition.

iii. We are currently in 1st place in the All Sports Award competition.

iv. Jag Academy has been running for the past 2 Saturdays.  We are targeting students in all 3 grade levels for CRCT remediation.  We used CRCT practice tests taken in February as a basis for which students would be invited.  We had 1 Saturday at BMS and 2 at Lindsey Elementary.  So far, we have had 50-60 students attend each Saturday.

v. 8th grade Writing Test Results

1. We targeted this test in our school improvement plan.  Our goal was an 88% and we scored a 92%.  We increased 9 percentage points in the “exceeds” category.  We had the highest exceeds rate in the county.
