Kindergarten- 
Requested Items:  Pencil box, scissors, dry erase markers for individual student use, 24 count 

crayons 

Wish list Items:  Kleenex, waterless soap (hand sanitizer), baby wipes sticky notes, 1 box of 

gallon size zip lock bags and 1 box of quart size zip lock bags 

 

First Grade- 

Requested Items:   # 2 pencils, glue sticks, 24 count crayons, 2 marbled covered composition 

notebooks, tissue 

Wish List Items:  Sticky notes- all sizes, hand sanitizer, 1 box of gallon size zip lock bags, 1 box of 

quart size zip lock bags, baby wipes, dry erase markers for individual student use 

 

Second Grade 

Requested Items: #2 pencils ( 2 packs) , glue sticks, 1 pack wide-ruled paper, pencil box, 1 pack 

dry-erase markers for individual student white boards, pencil top erasers (2 packs) and 12 pack 

of colored pencils. 

Wish List Items: Kleenex, waterless antibacterial liquid sanitizer, regular hand soap,  

 

Third Grade –  

Requested items for the first day of school: 1 pack of #2 pencils (no mechanical pencils
