1.  GENERAL INFORMATION FOR BIDDERS:

A. From the issue date of this Invitation to Bid (ITB) until an award has been announced, vendors shall not communicate with any Houston County Board of Education (HCBOE) employee, with the exception of the name stated above or the Director of Purchasing, concerning this ITB or any information herein. The Board reserves the right to reject the bid response of any Offeror violating this provision.
B. Whenever the terms “shall”, “must”, “will”, or “is required” are used in this ITB, the item being referred to is a mandatory requirement of this ITB and failure to meet any mandatory requirement may be cause for rejection of the bid.

C. All amendments and/or addendums will be posted on the HCBOE Purchasing Department website, http://www.hcbe.net/purchasing/bids--proposals.aspx and it is the bidder’s responsibility to check this site on a regular basis.  The Board will not be responsible for any information not viewed by bidders.

2.  BIDS
A.  The Board reserves the right to:

(1)  waive formalities and technicalities in any bid.

(2) reject any and/or all bids when in its sound judgment, it will be in the best interest of the school system. Sound reason for rejection will be documented.
(3)  accept the bid that in its judgment will be in its best interest.

(4)  purchase from any source, in part or in whole any supplies, equipment or services.

(5)  at its option, award as individual items or on a lump sum basis or award by group or any combination thereof.

(6) award this bid to the vendor who in the Board's opinion is most responsive and responsible and will perform in the best interest of the school system.

B.    Price alone may not be the determining factor in award of this bid.  
C.  The bidder may give bids on any one or more items.  Bidders may offer alternates that meet or exceed the product number listed unless otherwise specified.  No substitutes will be accepted once order is placed.
D. All quotations shall be returned via email on the enclosed Excel spreadsheets only.

E.  The format of the spreadsheet must not be altered.  Bidders are required to complete all areas highlighted in yellow.

F.  Bidders must quote based on the bid unit listed.  Any bidder who does not quote prices based on the bid unit listed may be disqualified for the item. 
3.  PRICE:  Prices quoted shall include all costs and charges to include, but not limited to, purchasing, packing, services described herein and transporting the equipment to specified location(s).  HCBOE is exempt from state sales tax.  All fees shall be included in the bid price.  Bidders must bid based on the bid unit listed using bid response forms included with this ITB. The Board reserves the right to reject the bid response of any Offeror violating this provision. A fuel surcharge shall not be added to any invoice.

4.  SAMPLES:  If samples are requested by HCBOE, they shall be at no charge to HCBOE and will become property of the HCBOE, unless return is requested by the bidder in writing in their bid.  Return 
of samples will be at bidder’s expense and must be returned or picked up no longer than 30 days after bid closing date.  Samples must be received by HCBOE no later than the bid due date.

5.  TRADE NAME: 

A.
Bidders are required to list packer, manufacturer, manufacturer’s code (item number) brand,  where indicated on bid documents.

B.
When bidding house labels, bidder is required to indicate packer name, packer location and product number.

C.
Shipments of items with brand name or specifications other than those listed on the bid shall be rejected or returned to the vendor at the vendor’s expense unless prior arrangements have been made with the Director of Nutrition.  Substitutions may be made only with prior approval of the Director of Nutrition.  All substitutions must be of equal or greater quality.  In no case will an item be accepted if the quality is lower than stated in the bid.

6.   GRADE: Grade must be listed for all food products

7.   PRODUCT NUTRITION INFORMATION: Upon request, the vendor shall submit CN labels; 
      nutritional analysis sheets; ingredient lists; prep/cooking instructions; and reports indicating
      meat/meat alternates; breads; fruits; and vegetables to document compliance with specifications

8.  MARKING: All food items shall be properly labeled.

9.  DELIVERY:  

A. General. Delivery of all materials from this bid must be FOB destination.  

B. Direct Delivery.  Bidder shall deliver inside to each school kitchen receiving point.  Orders shall be made and delivered on a weekly basis.  If a vendor is unwilling or unable to make weekly deliveries to each school for items designated as direct delivery items, the bid shall not be considered.    Delivery shall be made between 7:00AM and 2:00PM.  Delivery personnel are required to place products in areas that will not obstruct any aisle, doorway or passageway as designated by the school nutrition manager or staff.

C. Warehouse Delivery.  Palletized dock delivery shall be to the Board Warehouse Distribution Center at 200 Jerry Barker Driver, Warner Robins, Georgia  31088 for those items selected for warehouse stock.   Delivery shall be between the hours of 7:30 AM and 3:30 PM, Monday through Friday, except holidays.  
D.  Fuel Surcharge.  A fuel surcharge may not be added to an invoice.
10.  BUY AMERICAN:  All products proposed by bidder must comply with the “Buy American” provision, Section 104(d) of the William F. Goodling Child Nutrition Reauthorization Act of 1998, 7 CFR 210.21 and 220.17.  Over 51% of the final processed product shall consist of commodities that were produced domestically.
11.  QUANTITIES:   Estimated quantities are provided on our bid sheets. These amounts do not obligate the Board to any quantities. 

12.   AWARD:  This bid may be awarded to one or more vendors.  

13.   SAFETY:  Material Safety Data Sheets shall be provided for all applicable items.

14. INSPECTION:  All merchandise and services shall be subject to inspection after arrival at destination or completion of work.  In the case any items are found to be defective or otherwise not in conformity with specifications or statement of work, the Board has the right to reject such items and/or services and return them at bidder’s expense.  
15. INVOICE:  
A.  At the time of delivery to the schools, two (2) copies of the vendor’s invoice shall be left with the Nutrition Manager.  Invoices cannot be changed and vendor shall post his records to agree with the invoice.

B.  All copies of the invoice must be signed at the time of delivery to the schools by the Nutrition Manager.

C.  In the event of errors, a credit/debit shall be issued against the invoice as it was presented to the Nutrition Manager.  The credit or debit shall be sent to:

D.  All invoices are to be sent to the above address.

E.  All invoices are to clearly indicate the account name, school name, date, product,  brand name, quantity, unit price and total prices.

F.  Weekly statements that indicate the number of units purchased in each category by school shall be submitted to the Director of School Nutrition.

16. PAYMENT:  HCBOE shall make payment for goods and services within thirty (30) days upon receipt, inspection and acceptance by HCBOE personnel and receipt of invoice.  Payment may be made by check or by credit card. If an additional fee will be added to the invoice for use of a VISA credit card, it must be noted on the bid.

17. FACILITIES AND EQUIPMENT:  The bidder shall be responsible for the protection of HCBOE premises and property, and will be held liable for any damages caused by the bidder, bidder’s employee(s) or bidder’s agent(s) during the execution of resultant purchase orders or contracts.
18.  REMOVAL OF PACKING MATERIAL/DEBRIS:  The bidder shall be responsible for the removal of all packing material and debris when installing or delivering items that require installation.


19. INDEMNIFICATION:  

A.  The bidder does hereby indemnify and shall hold harmless Houston County School District, it’s Board members, employees, agents, and servants (each of the forgoing being hereafter referred to individually as “Indemnified Party”) against all claims, demands, causes of actions, actions, judgments or other liability including attorney’s fees (other than liability solely the fault of the Indemnified Party) arising out of, resulting from or in connection with the Bidder’s performance or failure to perform this agreement, including but not limited to:

(1).  All injuries or death to persons or damage to property, including theft.

(2).  Bidder’s failure to perform all obligations owed to the bidder’s employees including any claim the bidder’s employees might have or make for privilege, compensation or benefits under any HCBOE benefit plan.

(3).  any and all sums that are due and owing to the Internal Revenue Service for withholding FICA, and unemployment or other State and Federal taxes.

B.  The bidder’s obligation to indemnify the Indemnified Party will survive the expiration or termination of this agreement. 

20. TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT/CONTRACT:  The Agreement/Contract resulting from this ITB may be cancelled by either party for just cause in writing 30 days prior to termination.  Violation or breach of contract terms by the vendor will result in immediate cancellation of contract.  For any contract established as a result of this ITB in excess of $10,000 HCBOE may terminate for cause and convenience and must notify the vendor in writing 30 days prior to termination.  

21.  DEFAULT:  A vendor’s failure to deliver any items/services according to specifications set forth in their response may result in cancellation of the purchase and permanent removal from the HCBOE’s approved vendor list.  Any items delivered to the HCBOE that do not meet these specifications will be picked up at the vendor’s expense.

22. FAILURE TO BID:  If you do not wish to bid, please return this bid and state reason(s).
23. CONTRACT:  A yearly contract will not be established for this bid.  A Purchase Order will be submitted to the successful vendor and will serve as a firm fixed price contract.  If it is determined that a contract is in the best interest of the Board, contract renewal information or bid extension information will be included.
24. BID RECAP:  A bid summary shall be sent to all responding bidders and will be placed on the HCBOE website.
25.  BID RESPONSES: The HCBOE will not be responsible for any bid responses not received at the posted time/location prior to bid due date/time.  It is the responsibility of the vendor to insure bids are received at the proper time/location regardless of delivery method.

26  AMENDMENTS/ADDENDUMS:  All amendments/addendums will be posted to the HCBOE website and it is the bidders’ responsibility to view any posted items.  It is recommended that vendors refer to the website on a regular basis during the course of a bid. 
27.  USDA FORM AD 1048, NONCOLUSION FORM, IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE FORM AND DEBARMENT CERTIFICATE:  All bids submitted in response to this ITB must include the completed and signed USDA Form AD 1048, the Non-collusion form,  and the Immigration Compliance form included as a part of this document as Attachments C, D, E & G.

28.  REFERENCES:  Each bidder shall submit on enclosed form a minimum of 3 references.  Preferred are references from other school systems in Georgia.  Reference Form is attached as Attachment F.

29.   PROOF OF INSURANCE:  The successful bidder shall supply to the Board of Education proof of insurance for automobile, workers compensation and general liability.

30.   NONEXCLUSIVE CONTRACT:  Contracts are not exclusive as the Houston County Board of Education reserves the right to purchase any products from any vendor at any time.
31.  BID PROTEST:  A vendor may file a written protest challenging compliance with applicable procurement procedures within 2 business days after award has been publicized.  Protests will be reviewed by the Director of Purchasing who will respond to the vendor within 5 business days after receipt of protest.  HCBOE School Food Service will disclose information regarding all protests for this ITB to the State Agency.

32.  MINORITY FIRMS:  Awards will be made to minority firms, women’s enterprises, and labor surplus area firms when they are the lowest responsible bidder.

33.  EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY:  All vendors responding to this ITB must be in compliance with Executive Order 11246 as amended by Executive Order 11375 and as supplemented in the Department of Labor regulations (41 CFR Chapter 60).

34.  CLEAN AIR ACT:  For all awards in excess of $100,000, vendors must be in compliance with all applicable standards, orders, or requirements issued under section 306 of the Clean Water Act, Section 508 of the Clean Air Act, Executive Order 11738 and Environmental Protection Agency regulations.

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NOTICE TO APPLICANTS - CERTIFICATION/DISCLOSURE REQUIREMENTS
RELATED TO LOBBYING

Section 319 of Public Law 101-121 (31 U.S.C.), signed into law on October 23, 1989, imposes new
prohibitions and requirements for disclosure and certification related to lobbying on recipients of Federal
contracts, grants, cooperative agreements, and loans. Certain provisions of the law also apply to Federal
commitments for loan guarantees and insurance; however, it provides exemptions for Indian tribes and
tribal organizations.

Effective December 23, 1989, current and prospective recipients (and their subtier contractors and/or
subgrantees) will be prohibited from using Federal funds, other than profits from a Federal contract, for
lobbying Congress or any Federal agency in connection with the award of a particular contract, grant,
cooperative agreement or loan. In addition, for each award action in excess of $100,000 (or $150,000 for
