Participants in attendance were all noted. Mr. Lauritsen passed out the meeting agenda. Minutes from the last meeting were reviewed and accepted.
Review Standards Based Classrooms & Essential Questions 
The committee talked about what a standards based classroom looks like. We talked about how the standards are posted in different based on the grade levels in the lower grade the standards and the essential questions are posted in kid friendly terms to help the kids to better understand them and in the upper and high school the standards are posted in the terminology that is essential to the test that they are taking (EOCT, SAT, CRCT, Etc…). 
We also talked about how the standards are changing from the GPS to the CCC and how they are still designed to help the teachers to teach the student the standards they need to be successful. 
Mr. Lauritsen also explains to the committee about the ewalks and how they are designed to help the teachers and administrators help improve the learning and find effective ways to help the students.
Review RTI and Pyramids of Intervention
The committee talked about the interventions that are being done to help the children to successful in the classroom. We also talked about how the students are being progressed monitored and a new program called tienet that is going to be used by the teachers to help monitor the students and get them the services they need to be successful.
The committee also talked about how the teachers are keeping up with the pyramids of interventions on each child and how they are making sure that the students are put in the right intervention and getting the resources they need.




Review 2011 CRCT Data
The committee looked at the CRCT data from the past two years and noticed that REs has improved in many areas for example in 3rd grade they reading went from 89% in 2010 to 97% in 2011. And in 5th grade the ELA went from 96% in 2010 to 97% in 2011. 
Review 2011-2012 School Improvement Plan
The committee loved over the school improvement plan and we talked about some of the great things that we are doing to help improve our school and keep our standards based school.
11-12 Title I Allocations
Mr. Lauritsen explains to the committee about the Title I allocations. He talked about how RES uses a lot of their title I money hiring certified teachers to help to support the students and the teachers. For example we have extra teachers that help to teach EIP reading and EIP math students. And that we used some of the money to help the teachers to have days to plan the curriculum with each other and take classes or attend workshops to help them inside of the classroom.
Possible School Council Service Projects
The council talked about taking a field trip to a school to help us learn how to help our children due to the changes in the demographic and socioeconomic background of our students. We also talked about doing something to help us remember a student that we lost this week due to a car accident.
