� ASU Scholarship ~ This scholarship is available for 
students planning to attend Albany State University.  
There are several awards in several amounts.  Due 
March 21, 2012 
 

� M.E.S.T Scholarship - $4,000.  Must have a Robins 
Federal Credit Union checking account in good standing.  
Due at noon March 23, 2012 
 

� 2012 Julian and Jan Hester Memorial Scholarship - 
$1,000 award.  Open to high school seniors who will be 
entering a Georgia college, university, or trade school in 
the fall of 2012.  Due April 6, 2012 
 

� B. Davis Scholarship - $1,000.  Open to all seniors.  Must 
write a 1,000 word essay.  Deadline May 28, 2012. 
 

� Pilot Club Scholarship - $500 award.  Based upon 
application with consideration given to GPA and class 
standing.  Deadline is February 1, 1012.
