VII. Report of the Principal

a. New council member reintroduced
i. Serena Washington, BMS faculty member, 2 year term, secretary
b. BMS A- Squared and RTI
i. Mrs. Randall explained the different tiers in A squared. Tier 1 is for students who have met or exceed standards. Tier 2 is for students who are struggling with the standards and concepts. Tier 3 is for students who have not met the standards and are receiving more in-depth instruction from one or two content area teachers (Math or Language Arts). There are tutors who are helping other students in all grades, which are very beneficial to the students on both sides- as instructors and learners. She spoke of all teachers working together to reinforce the academic concepts taught.  Advisement was also discussed and how the groups were divided. Second Step is the program that is used for advisement instruction for our students. 
ii.  Mrs. Randall spoke of the Georgia National Fair results: 
1. FCCLA- Chili Cookoff, Knowledge Bowl winner (1st Place), superior chapter reward, fair booth, award monies were awarded for all of Mrs. Mullis’s and the FCCLA members’ hard work and determination. 

2. Art Academy- 4th year in the row for Superior Award. Many BMS students received numerous awards. Total amount won: $650. 

3. FFA- BMS won the state judging competition and defeated many high school teams. Floral design was very successful this year. 
4. Technology Team- Legos / Robotics Competition January 7th, 2012. Details were discussed on what the students have to perform to compete. 

5. Mrs. Morton suggested that these events be taped and aired over our school’s channel so that other students can see the events that are not able to view first hand. 

6. BMS donated over 3,000 can goods for the Salvation Army. Mrs. Morton’s homeroom class raised the most cans, over 500 cans and won a pizza party.
