Kindergarten- 
Requested Items:  Glue sticks, pencils, dry erase markers for individual student dry 
erase boards, 6 assorted colors 3 prong folders with pockets, 16 count crayons,  
Wish list Items:  Kleenex, waterless soap (hand sanitizer), baby wipes sticky notes, 1 
box of gallon size zip lock bags and 1 box of quart size zip lock bags 
 
First Grade- 
Requested Items:  1 hard bound marble composition notebook, set of markers, 12-24 
pencils, index cards- any size, glue sticks, 1 inch clear view 3 ring binder, 24 count 
crayons, dry erase markers for individual student dry erase boards. 
Wish List Items:  Sticky notes- all sizes, hand sanitizer, Kleenex, baby wipes, zip 1 box 
of gallon size zip lock bags and 1 box of quart size zip lock bags 
 
Second Grade 
Requested Items: #2 pencils ( 2 packs) , glue sticks, 1 box (24 count) Crayola crayons, 
3 packs wide-ruled paper, 1 inch  3 ring binder, 2 packs dry-erase markers for individual 
student white boards, pencil top erasers (2 packs) and 12 pack of colored pencils. 
Wish List Items: Kleenex, zip lock baggies (any size), waterless antibacterial liquid 
sanitizer, regular hand soap, baby wipes, paper plates, sticky notes (various colors) 
 
Third Grade –  
Please do not send: Trapper Keepers, notebooks, mechanical pencils, or pencil boxes 
Requested Items: (24) #2 pencils, 6 black white board markers for individual student 
white boards, 1 box of 8 Crayola markers, 9 packs wide-ruled paper.  
Wish List Items: Kleenex, gallon zip lock bags and post-it notes of assorted sizes

Wish List Items: Scissors, sticky notes, note cards (3x5), colored pencils (small 
package), 1 hard-bound marbled composition notebook (black and white), 4 colored 
folders with prongs and pockets, Kleenex, erasers 
 
 
Fifth Grade 
Requested Items: 5 composition notebooks (with marbled cover), post it notes, pens, 
pencils, loose leaf paper, highlighters, colored pencils, dry-erase markers for individual 
student white boards, glue sticks, (5) 3 pronged folders, and pencil bag for binder.
